Did you know that the $8,000 tax credit offered by the government for first 

time home buyers expires on November 30, 2009?  That’s right, this program 

isn’t around forever and we’re quickly seeing last minute buyers purchasing 

up the inventory on the market. 

Right now, the most 

frequently purchased homes are those that first time home buyers can afford.  

For single adults we are seeing the purchase of homes under $200,000 and 

for couples we see an average of about $250,000.  The least selling homes are 

those homes that are listed at $500,000 and above.  

Do you know someone looking to purchase their first home?  It’s important to 

remind them that if they do not identify and purchase the property by 

November 30, 2009 they will miss their opportunity to receive the $8,000 tax 

credit.
